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Recent advances in AI, particularly in generative AI, have enabled numerous 

and important applications in general areas like education, science, health care, 

translation. Many analyses  predict that these applications will substantially 

affect the nature of human work. These changes will depend on to what extent 

this technology achieves so called Artificial General Intelligence, which will be 

discussed in my contribution. One aspect that might be insuficient is the ability 

to reason.
